sale, a baby carriage, never been used.”

Amy Millette penned our 2018 1st Annual Contest winning entry with "African American Junaluska Graves. 65 named, 99 nameless."

Susan Poorman was 1st Runner Up with “She cried out. He answered. He shouldn’t have.”

Two entries tied for 2nd runner up: Mary Tucker's “Rain revealed three gold teeth on the mound” and Claudia Thomas's “The séance

and ensuing horror were my fault."

RULES & HOW TO ENTER

e Create an eight (8) word mystery.

e Anyone who is 18 years old or older can enter - county residence and/or
library membership is not required.

e Each submission must be the creative and original work of a single individual
(No plagiarizing! No co-authors on a form!)

e Entries must be submitted on official entry forms to the Watauga County
Public Library at 140 Queen Street, Boone, NC 28607. You may mail entries
or drop them off at the Circulation Desk during library hours.

e There is no limit to the numiber of entries a person can submit; however, a
separate signed entry form and $8 must be used for each entry. Receipts will
be issued immediately at the Circulation Desk for drop-off entries. Mail-in
entries will receive receipts via email in November.

Library 140 Queen Street in Boone, NC. If downloading, please print on letter
size paper.
